SUMMER TASKS WE WILL UNDERTAKE FOR YOU 
 
Hedge cutting 
 
‘Leylandii’, Beech, Yew and many other hedge types should be trimmed in summer and 
we can now also cut your high and awkward hedges using our new ‘Japanese tripod ladder’.  
Shrub Pruning   
Evergreen Shrubs: Many evergreens should be pruned by late summer to enable any  
subsequent growth to harden before winter.  
Early summer flowering shrubs: A wide range of shrubs are best pruned as soon as  
possible after summer flowering to allow them to generate new flower bearing branches for 
next season. 
We can selectively prune your shrubs and carry out other general gardening as appropriate.

Lawn Repair 
Lawns that are in poor condition after the summer can be renovated or relaid.
